HISTORY OF ECONOMICS

In the 1500s there were few universities. Those that existed taught religion, Latin, Greek,
Philosophy, history and mathematics. No economics. Then came the enlightenment (about
1700) in which reasoning replaced God as the explanation of why things were the way they
were. Pre-Enlightenment thinkers would answer the question, “Why am I poor?” with,
“Because God wills it”. Enlightenment scholars looked for a different explanation:
“Because of the nature of land ownership”. The amount of information expanded so rapidly
that it had to be divided or categorized for an individual to have hope of knowing a subject.
Soon philosophy was subdivided into science and philosophy. In the 1700s, the sciences
were split into natural sciences and social sciences. The late 1800s and early 1900s social
science itself split into subdivisions: economics, political science, history, geography,
sociology, anthropology, and psychology. Many of the insights about how the economic
system worked were codified in Adam Smith’s The wealth of Nations, written in 1776.
Throughout the 18th and 19th centuries economists such as Adam Smith, Thomas Malthus,
John Stuart Mill, David Ricardo, and Karl Marx were more than economists; they were
social philosophers who covered all aspects of social science. These writers were
subsequently called Classical economists. Alfred Marshall continued in that classical
tradition, and his book, Principles of Economics, published in the late 1800s, was written
with the other social sciences in evidence. But Marshall focused on the questions that could
be asked in a graphical supply-demand framework. In doing so he began what is called
neo-classical economics

Business Failures World's Biggest Problem in 2019

The biggest problem for the global economy in 2019 won’t be the trade war
between America and China. It will be massive business failures. Perhaps bank
failures, too.

The US-China trade war was the big problem in 2018, raising fears of de-
globalization and the descent of the global economy into a collection of highly
protected national markets.

But financial markets and global corporations will bring the two parties to the
negotiation table in 2019, the way they did with NAFTA a few months ago, Forbes
reported.

Instead, the biggest problem for the global economy in 2019 will be massive
business failures that could also lead to bank failures in emerging markets relying
on foreign capital to maintain elevated living standards.

The reason? The rise of interest rates and the end of easy money created by
central bankers in recent years.

The explanation is simple and straightforward. Easy money acted as a tsunami,
lifting up both the demand and the supply side of the global economy to higher
levels. On the demand side, it encouraged consumers to resume taking on more debt.
China’s debt to GDP ratio, for instance, has soared, from around 18% in 2008 to
over 50% in 2018,

Then, there’s the debt of China’s corporate sector that is a big unknown.On the
supply side, it encouraged corporations and entrepreneurs to pursue low profit
businesses opportunities.

US total industry capacity utilization, for instance, increased from around 67%
in 2009 to close to 80% by 2011, according to the Federal Reserve Bank of Saint
Louis.

Meanwhile, the NFIB Small Business Optimism Index rose from close to 80
back in 2009 to close to 108 in 2018.

That’s the highest level since the Reagan years, a period characterized by low
interest rates, too.

Simply put, easy money placed the global economy into a cycle of higher
growth,

More consumer debt fueled more spending. More spending fueled more
investment and the creation of new businesses. Both fed into higher economic
growth, which in turn boosted income and employment.

Meanwhile, higher investment helped expand the productive capacity of the
economy, keeping inflation steady. And it allowed central bankers to continue with
their free money policies.

All that was music to financial markets, which thrive on easy money.
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In recent months, however, things have changed. Central banks are raising
interest rates. The tsunami of free money is receding. And that is expected to push
the demand and the supply side of the economy to lower levels.

On the demand side, the end of free money will make it difficult for consumers
to take on more debt. On the supply side, it could push low-profit business off the
cliff.

The end of free money is setting the global economy into a vicious cycle of
slower growth. Less consumer debt could fuel less spending and less spending could
fuel waves of business failures.

That’s what happened in 2008-9, shortly after the Federal Reserve raise interest
rates and the US economy slid into a recession. US Business failures soared to 6,000
per quarter, while bank failures reached 157.

Compounding the problem this time around is the rise of anti-globalization
ideologies around the world, which add to pessimism for the state of the global
economy in 2019.

“In my view, the global outlook for growth in 2019 is pessimistic, given the
global trend in recent years toward liberal-alternative ideologies that have a tendency
to disrupt markets,” says Dimitri Zabelin, currency analyst. “The EU parliamentary
elections next year may send chills throughout European markets as the continent
faces greater fragmentation.”

Then there’s slower growth in Asia, which could feed further into anti-
globalization ideologies.

“Slower growth in China and Japan may weigh down on global growth against
the backdrop of a hawkish Fed that is sending shivers up the spine of every investor
with exposure to emerging markets,” adds Zabelin.

“Projected slower growth in 2019 may also fuel the rise of anti-establishment
parties leading to greater risk aversion and a worsened outlook for growth.”

Investors have begun to sense what’s coming: selling shares of economy-
sensitive companies lower and Treasury bonds higher.

Sources: Trump Weighing $15b Credit Line for Iran

US President Donald Trump has left the impression with foreign officials,
members of his administration and others involved in Iranian negotiations that he is
actively considering a French plan to extend a $15 billion credit line to the Iranians,
if Tehran comes back into compliance with the Obama-era nuclear deal.

Trump has in recent weeks shown openness to entertaining French President
Emmanuel Macron’s plan, according to four sources with knowledge of Trump’s
conversations with the French leader cited by The Daily Beast.

Two of those sources said US State Department officials, including US
Secretary of State Mike Pompeo, are also open to weighing the French proposal, in
which the Paris government would effectively ease the economic sanctions regime
that the Trump administration has applied on Tehran for more than a year.

The deal put forward by France would compensate Iran for oil sales disrupted
by American sanctions. A large portion of Iran’s economy relies on cash from oil
sales. Most of that money is frozen in bank accounts across the globe. The $15 billion
credit line would be guaranteed by Iranian oil.

In exchange for the cash, Iran would have to come back into compliance with
the nuclear accord it signed with the world’s major powers in 2015. Tehran would
also have to ensure the security of the Persian Gulf and agree not to impede maritime
navigation in the area. Lastly, Tehran would have to commit to regional Middle East
talks in the future.

While Trump has been skeptical of helping Iran without preconditions in
public, the president has at least hinted at an openness to considering Macron’s pitch
for placating the Iranian government—a move intended to help bring the Iranians to
the negotiating table and to rescue the nuclear agreement that Trump and his former
national security adviser John Bolton worked so hard to torpedo.

At the G7 meeting in Biarritz, France last month, Trump told reporters that Iran
might need a “short-term letter of credit or loan” that could “get them over a very
rough patch”.

Iranian Foreign Minister Mohammad Javad Zarif made a surprise appearance
at that meeting.

To Robert Malley, who worked on Iran policy during the Obama
administration, that visit indicated that “Trump must have signaled openness to
Macron’s idea, otherwise Zarif would not have flown to Biarritz at the last minute.”

“Clearly, Trump responded to Macron in a way that gave the French president
a reason to invite Zarif, and Zarif a reason to come,” he said.

The French proposal would require the Trump administration to issue waivers
on lIranian sanctions. That would be a major departure from the Trump
administration’s so-called “maximum pressure” campaign to exact financial
punishments on Tehran.
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Ironically, during his time in office, ex-president, Barack Obama, followed a
not-dissimilar approach to bring the Iranians to the negotiating table, throttling Iran’s
economy with sanctions before pledging relief for talks. The negotiations resulted in
the Iran nuclear deal that Trump called “rotten” and pulled the US out of last year.

While Trump has not agreed to anything yet, he did signal a willingness to
cooperate on such a proposal at various times throughout the last month, including
at the recent G7 meeting, according to four sources with knowledge of the
president’s conversations about the deal.

Several sources told The Daily Beast that foreign officials are expecting Trump
to either agree to cooperate on the French deal, or to offer to ease some sanctions on
Tehran.

Meanwhile, Trump is also considering meeting Iranian President Hassan
Rouhani on the sidelines of the United Nations General Assembly in September.

“I do believe they’d like to make a deal. If they do, that’s great. And if they
don’t, that’s great too,” Trump told reporters on Wednesday.

“But they have tremendous financial difficulty, and the sanctions are getting
tougher and tougher.”

When asked if he would ease sanctions against Iran to get a meeting with Iran,
Trump simply said, “We’ll see what happens. I think Iran has a tremendous,
tremendous potential.”

Whether or not Trump follows through with supporting Macron is unclear, as
he is known to consider or temporarily back high-profile domestic or foreign policy
initiatives, only to quickly backtrack or about-face.

EUROPEAN UNION

The European Economic Community (EEC) was established in 1958 by the
Treaty of Rome in order to remove trade and economic barriers between member
countries and to unify their economic policies. It changed its name and became the
European Union (EU) after the Treaty of Maastricht was ratified on November 1,
1993. The Treaty of Rome contained the governing principles of this regional
trading group. The treaty was signed by the original six nations of Belgium, France,
West Germany, Italy, Luxembourg, and the Netherlands. Membership expanded by
the entry of Denmark, Ireland, and Great Britain in 1973; Greece in 1981; Spain and
Portugal in 1986; and Austria. Sweden, and Finland in 1995.

Four main institutions make up the formal structure of the EU. The first, the
European Council, consists of the heads of state of the member countries. The
council sets broad policy guidelines for the EU. The second, the European
Commission, implements decisions of the council and initiates actions against
individuals, companies, or member states that violate EU law. The third, the
European Parliament, has an advisory legislative role with limited veto powers. The
fourth, the European Court of Justice (ECJ), is the judicial arm of the EU. The courts
of member states may refer cases involving questions on the EU treaty to the ECJ.

The Single European Act eliminated internal barriers to the free movement of
goods, persons, services, and capital between EU countries. The Treaty on European
Union, signed in Maastricht, Netherlands (the Maastricht Treaty), amended the
Treaty of Rome with a focus on monetary and political union. It set goals for the EU
of (1) single monetary and fiscal policies, (2) common foreign and security policies,
and (3) cooperation in justice and home affairs.

MONEY

All values in the economic system are measured in terms of money. Our goods
and services are sold for money, and that money is in turn exchanged for other goods
and services. Coins are adequate for small transactions, while paper notes are used
for general business. There is additionally a wider sense of the word ‘money’,
covering anything, which is used as a means of exchange, whatever form it may take.
Originally, a valuable metal (gold, silver or copper) served as a constant store of
value, and even today the American dollar is technically 'backed' by the store of gold
which the US government maintains. Because gold has been universally regarded as
a very valuable metal, national currencies were for many years judged in terms of
the so-called 'gold standard'.

Nowadays however valuable metal has generally been replaced by paper notes.
National currencies are considered to be as strong as the national economies, which
support them. Paper notes are issued by governments and authorized banks, and are
known as 'legal tender".

The value of money is basically its value as a medium of exchange, or as

economists put it, its 'purchasing power'. This purchasing power is dependent on
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supply and demand. If too much money is available, its value decreases, and it does
not buy as much as it did, say five years earlier. Thisconditionisknownas'inflation'.
